1. Before the student participates on the Programme the school or school representative will make sure the student: 

a. Has obtained a general safety induction card (white card)

b. Has all the relevant approvals in place from parents and the school to attend the course for 5 days straight

c. Has arranged all cover and insurance that may apply to the student to do the Programme

d. Has no other commitments that will require the student to be unavailable for periods during the Programme

e. Has a desire to take on or consider an apprenticeship in bricklaying or the building industry

2. The School will provide:

a. A safe and secure area to deliver the training 

b. A teacher to assist the trainer in supervision of the students

c. An area that the trainer can use to deliver training if there is inclement weather

d. A secure area to store equipment and materials during the Programme and in between Programmes, as needed

3. The school is of the understanding that ABBTF is not responsible to finish any unfinished projects that the school may want undertaken with the Programme (schools should consult ABBTF before they take on larger projects)

4. The school also understands that ABBTF will assist in relation to training materials but will not guarantee that they will supply materials for anything other than training. Any materials required for permeant structures such as retaining walls, BBQ or the like may have to be purchased by the school. This should be discussed with the development manager before the Programme commences.
5. The ABBTF will provide:

a.  A trade qualified trainer with relevant clearances and certificates to deliver training

b. Assistance in supplying or obtaining materials and equipment for the Programme as negotiated will the school

c. Support to the students during the Programme

6. The school will notify The ABBTF Development Manager immediately if there is an issue with the trainer or the delivery of the any part of the Programme

7. The ABBTF or the trainer may refuse entry on to or dismiss any student from the Programme in consolation with the supervising teacher if the student:

a. Violates or repeatedly violates work place health and safety regulations

b. Fails to obey or carry out legitimate instructions from the trainer or supervising teacher

c. Damages or causes damage to any equipment that is not the result of an accident or is unintentional

d. Continually disrupts the class, other students, trainer or is continually late to attend the Programme

e. Displays a lack of interest or willingness to participate in the Programme

f. Or for any other reason the trainer and supervising teacher see fit
