Instructions for completing ballot paper

Please read the following instructions carefully. Failure to complete a valid ballot paper may result in your vote not being counted.
Process for election:
Voters may select one person on the ballot paper by placing a tick ( or cross ( in the square beside the preferred nominee.

The Assistant Returning Officer will count the votes of each nominee. The nominee/s receiving the greatest number of votes is elected. In the event of equal votes the Assistant Returning Officer will determine the issue by lot.

The voting system being used in this election is the ‘first past the post’ system.

Submitting your vote


Once you have completed the ballot paper, place your ballot paper in the envelope provided and return it to the Assistant Returning Officer at school name by no later than (insert time and date e.g. 7 March 2011). Any ballot paper received before or after the declared voting period will not be counted.
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
