BEE Spelling K-6


Course delivery is 2 x 2 hour workshops





Explicit teaching strategies to improve student’s spelling


BEE Spelling is a course designed to provide educators with a useful tool and practical ideas for implementing a comprehensive and meaningful spelling program that effectively meets the diverse needs of all students.


Workshop A


This workshop encompasses phonemic awareness, phonological awareness and graphophonics as the foundations to later spelling. Participants identify the elements of phonological awareness and work through practical examples of programming for this aspect in a Balanced Literacy Program. 


Workshop B


This workshop explores how spelling has changed historically, the layers of spelling, phases of spelling development, the teaching and learning cycle as well as introducing participants to a spelling inventory as an assessment tool to determine an instructional level to target teaching and learning.


Overarching to both workshops 


Throughout the workshops participants analyse the spelling inventory and reflect on the experience of administering this tool.  How to plan effectively using the information obtained from the tool is explored in detail through the Balanced Literacy Framework.  Making connections to authentic reading and writing tasks is a key feature that underpins the success of this approach.  Specific features of words are explored in meaningful contexts that allow children to make connections with authentic reading and writing tasks.  The needs of individuals are met through explicit teaching and activities that reflect their instructional level.  The explicit teaching of word features is a key element linked to this approach.
