Count Me in Too K-6


Course delivery is 3 x 2 hour workshops





Explicit teaching strategies to improve student’s conceptual understanding in number


Count Me in Too is a professional learning package for teachers aimed to support the effective teaching of mathematics for Years K - 6.  The resource has developed from research of how children learn number and number concepts. Teachers will gain understanding of the Learning Framework in Number and identify students thinking and strategies through the use of Schedule for Early Number Assessment (SENA). Teachers will use this information to develop teaching programs catered for the needs within their classrooms.


Workshop 1: Early Arithmetic Strategies and SENA 1


Within this workshop teachers will become familiar with the Learning Framework in Number and the strategies students use to solve number problems. These strategies increase in sophistication and teachers use this knowledge to target instruction. The workshop will also look at how students develop forwards and backwards number sequences and recognise numbers. Teachers analyse an interview of Schedule for Early Number Assessment 1 (SENA 1) and use this to plan for teaching and learning.


Workshop 2: Multiplication and Division, and SENA 2


This workshop will focus on moving students from a count by one strategy into more sophisticated strategies. Teachers will identify the strategies students use to solve multiplication and division from forming equal groups, using markers, skip counting and understanding multiplication and division as operations.  Teachers will analyse SENA 2 and use this information to plan activities catered to the needs of their students.


Workshop 3: Place Value and Planning 


This workshop aims to increase teachers understanding of how students develop understanding of place value concepts including combining and partitioning numbers to add and subtract and mental computation. Teachers will analyse SENA assessments conducted in their own classrooms and supporting material to plan for teaching of number.
