What is the ABBTF goal?

To give students hands on experience in the Masonry Industry leading to  them considering Bricklaying/Blocklaying as a career choice!
Course details:
The 40 hour program is designed to give hands on experience to students, either one day a week or on block release.
Each course will be limited to 12 students.

Students will learn;

· How to plan and organise a project;

· How to read and interpret plans;

· Occupational Health and Safety Requirements;

· Manual handling;

· Laying bricks and blocks.

The course could be conducted with in school grounds, at a local TAFE, Registered Training Organisation or at a Community Project.
