This is a practical course that looks at Oral Language strategies to support ESL and Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students. 


The package is for use by a classroom teacher with all students but is particularly supportive of students at risk with their oral language. 


Time for Talk is designed to support students from Preschool to Year 2. (Strategies can be successfully used with older students as well). 


Time for Talk uses an assessment tool to assess children and then provides supportive activities to develop Standard Australian English whilst encouraging and building upon their home language.
